Dear Parent / Carer,
Arrangements for transition sessions arrival and dismissal – Tuesday 9th July 2019 and Wednesday 10th July 2019
On Tuesday 9th July 2019 and Wednesday 10th July 2019, all children will spend the morning in their new class getting to know their new class teacher in preparation for September.  They will enter school as usual on both of these days and they will also be dismissed via their usual collection points.
Arrangements for ‘Bump Up day’ arrival and dismissal – Thursday 11th July 2019
On Thursday 11th July, all children will spend the whole day in their new class.  On this day, they will enter the academy via their new entrance.  Please look for the entrance / dismissal signs displayed externally.  Pupils that are collected by parents / carers will be collected from their new dismissal points at the end of the day.  Staff will be on the playground prior to the bell / dismissal to show parents / carers where to stand and wait.  This is to ensure that dismissal safeguarding and security is adhered to.
It is the expectation that pupils in all year groups are collected by an appropriate and responsible person over the age of 18 years of age and that are named on the children’s individual records with our academy office.   If parents / carers wish for an older sibling to collect who is not yet 18, we require written permission in our academy office.  You will need to ensure that these records are current and up to date.  Please note that Year 3, 4 and 5 children (currently Years 2, 3 and 4) without an appropriate person will not be permitted to leave the school premises and walk home alone.

Alternatively, pupils in Year 6 (currently Year 5) will be permitted to walk home without supervision with written consent from an adult with parental responsibility.  If you would like to give permission / consent for this, please complete the slip attached and return it to school before Thursday 11th July.  This will only be valid for this day only.  Please note that Year 6 children without written consent from an adult with parental responsibility will not be permitted to leave the school premises and walk home alone.
Please be patient with us, as dismissal may take longer on this occasion, but our priority is to ensure the safe collection of pupils.  Pupils will bring home a letter on Thursday, introducing their new teacher.
